During the Second Summer School, we discussed the image of the Alien among
the Hellenes, how the term "barbarian" gradually begins to acquire a negative
meaning from a neutral one. Given that Ancient Greece understood the



difference between different peoples, a certain set of simplified ideas gradually
became attached to each of them.

These stereotypes also found their way into jokes. Thus, the collection
“Phylogelos” includes episodes with the Cimetes, Abderites, and Sidonians.
Together we will get acquainted with specific examples of ancient ethnic humor
and draw parallels with modern humor. I hope that this will help us understand
the nature and mechanics of this phenomenon.

This lecture builds on the Historical Problem Space framework for historical
game analysis by comparing the ways that two historical video games set in the
Archidamian War (431 — 422 BCE) present the past. There are three main goals.
First to position the Historical Problem Space framework as a useful analytical

The Island of the Tyragets in
Ancient Sources and Historiography

Ancient authors repeatedly mention the island of the Tyragets, which was
located in the area of the modern Dniester estuary, between the ancient cities of
Tyre and Nykonium. The lecture will discuss the representation of the island of
Tyragetes in ancient sources (why some authors wrote about it, while others did
not know about its existence at the same time) and the history of the island's
research in the scientific literature from the 19th century to the present.

The example of the Tiragettes Island is a great case study to talk about the
importance of paleogeography in antiquity, about how knowledge about
changes in the relief from ancient times complements the information taken
from written sources. And, of course, we will talk about the prospects for
researching this topic: what could have been done in the study of the Tiragettes
Island if not for the war...

14.00 - 15.30 - Mykhailo Polishchuk. On the Question of the Compilatory
Character of Diodorus' Work

The assessment of the nature of a historical source changes over time,
depending on the research method, the particular researcher, and even personal
preferences. Moreover, it is hardly possible to find another ancient author, apart
from Diodorus, for whom there are such opposing assessments: both in the
course of tradition and depending on the personality of a particular researcher.
While the scholarly community has largely reached a certain consensus on the
majority of ancient authors, even in recent decades, voluminous monographs
have been published on Diodorus, the authors of which argue for completely
mutually exclusive positions.

Diodorus is undoubtedly a unique author, and the use of Diodorus' material is
mandatory in the study of a number of antiquities topics. Given the context, it is
advisable to consider some peculiarities of the assessment of Diodorus'
character in the historiographical tradition; special attention should be paid to
the didactic literature [university textbooks].

The Ecology of the World in Ephrem the
Syrian’s Commentary on Genesis: Natural Theology, the Salt of Nature,
and What Do the Midrashim Have to Do with It?

We explore the taxonomy of the world as depicted in one of the few prose
works by Ephrem the Syrian—the most prominent theologian of the Syriac
tradition, whose writings marked the "golden age" of Syriac literature and
theology. Together with the audience, we will delve into the ‘“ecological”
dimensions of his exegesis of the Book of Genesis, examine his method of
"literal interpretation," the classification system of the physical world, and
attempt to understand what place Jewish exegesis might occupy within Ephrem
the Syrian interpretive framework.

11.30 - 13.00 - Olena Gruba. The origins of thinking of being: Heraclitus in
the Philosophy of Martin Heidegger

The report examines the influence of Heraclitus' fragmentary philosophy on the
formation of Martin Heidegger's ontological project. Heidegger returns to the
pre-Socratics not as a prehistory of philosophy, but as its source. The work
Heraclitus is the final part of Heidegger's Freiburg Lectures (1928-1944), where



special attention is paid to the interpretation of Heraclitus as a thinker who
thinks of being not as an existing thing but as a process of revealing (&A1)
in the form of becoming and concealing. Heidegger reads Heraclitus not
through the prism of naturalism (fire is the basic element) or the logic of
paradox (“it is impossible to enter the same river twice”), but as the first to
found thinking - as a path that leads from traditional metaphysics to the
disclosure of the hidden meaning of being. The report analyzes key Heraclitan
fragments (“the way up and down,” “moAéupog,” “ear and mind”) through
Heidegger's ontological lens. The dialogue with Heraclitus allows Heidegger to
pave the way for the “other beginning” of philosophy, in which “logos” and the
acceptance of changeability (mévta pel) become the main way to approach the
truth of being.
